INVISIBLE SCAVENGER HUNT  

In this scavenger all the chosen objects are to be observed.  None is actually collected.  Awareness and observation skills will be practiced as you look for and list things you found in the environment.  Picking or collecting is discouraged so as to preserve the natural surroundings of the area.  Hunt for objects on the list (see below), then when time is up return to the group to share your findings!
Instructions:

1.  The players pair off (for safety and to exchange ideas) and should be prepared to return with their observations, sketches, and notes about the items on their list.

2.  Establish boundaries.  The players should not be sent to potentially hazardous places such as an abandoned building or creek without adult supervision.  

3.  Set your own time limit for the scavenger hunt and develop a signal to call the players back on time.

4.  Now….get ready….get set….
